Just as Jesus learned and spiritually
developed during this ordered and hidden time, the
church invites us to do the same thing in our own
lives. Ordinary time is not some throw away and
unimportant time of year. There may not be a
specific theme present during ordinary time like
there is during Advent or Easter. However, ordinary
time invited us into ordered time. We live ordered
time by organizing our days to grow spiritually and
be astute observers of how we spend our time. What
priorities do we have, and do any of those need to
be shifted or replaced?

| want to briefly reflect with you on the event of
Jesus’ baptism. It is a shame that we were not able
to celebrate it on a Sunday this year. The feast day
is a beautiful time to reflect on the gift of Baptism
and assess our life to see how well we have been
living out our own baptismal promises. The baptism
of Jesus also provides us with time to reflect on the
incredible dignity we have that comes from being a
child of God.
