The Importance of Ritual

Ritual is an important part of life. We have
so many rituals in our daily life. We have a
ritual for when we work, when we get ready
for bed, when we wake up, and many other
times throughout the day. Ritual gives a sense
of calm and peace. Ritual centers us in the
present and becomes a vehicle to deeply
encounter others. For example, let’s look at
birthday celebrations. Most of us have a ritual
concerning birthday celebrations. We gather
with family and friends, open presents, have
some treats and sing a very particular song.
This ritual is not boring or tiresome. Instead, it
is a way that we celebrate one another and the
gift of life.

The Mass is full of ritual. Just like the ritual
of birthday celebrations helps us encounter
one another, so the ritual of Mass helps us
encounter the Lord. We begin with the
Liturgy of the Word where we reflect on
God’s word and allow Him to challenge and
comfort us. The second half of the Mass the
ritual focuses on the Passover meal and the
Eucharist.

We know
when to stand, sit, speak, listen, and pray
because of the ritual. Let’s try and use the
ritual to enter the liturgy this week.
